Why Concrete Pipe?

Kohl's/Hazeltine Plaza project in Chaska, MN. -

Utility contractors were allowed to bid rigid concrete
pipe or a flexible alternative pipe system for this
project. However, the site favored concrete pipe
because it could safely utilize the existing cohesive
clays as backfill...and that was reflected in the bids.

Alternative flexible pipe systems often require
expensive imported backfill material, and labor-
intensive placement and compaction procedures are
critical to making flexible pipe perform the way the
designer originally intended.

In addition to its favorable installed cost, the project
will also benefit from concrete pipe’s years of proven
durability and longevity. In fact, most governmental
agencies have attached a 70-100 year service life to
concrete pipe.
